• Entries must be typed in fourteen-point font and submitted either on 8.5 x 11 

paper or electronically using a PDF format.  
• Each entry must include a cover/information sheet with: 
  - your name 
  - the name of the sculpture that inspired the writing 
             - your complete address (with zip code) 
  - phone number (with area code) 
  - e-mail address.   
  Your name must not appear anywhere but on the cover/information  
  sheet.  

• Submissions will be accepted January 4, 2010, through January 22, 2010.  
• Winning entries will be announced and performed at the Multi-Arts Night 

Celebration on February 24, 2010, 7:30 p.m., Studio A at The Center. This 
event is open to the public at no charge.
